This year, the grade 11 LO
project again covered the
content of researching, job
shadowing, and applying for
a job. The task is mammoth
and takes quite a lot of effort
but can be so rewarding for
their futures!

The first section of their
project entailed researching
a job they were interested in
and the daunting task of at
least two days of job
shadowing. The reflections
from the grade 11s on their
job shadowing experience
showed a deeper and more
meaningful understanding of
the reality of the workplace,
with many of them
discussing how the realities
of the working world are so
different or much more
complicated than they
thought. This reality check is
important to avoid
dedicating a portion of your
life to studying for
something that may not be
your best option. 

The project required the
person they job-shadowed to
write a letter proving that
they, indeed, have been
shadowed by our learners. I
was delighted to read all the
positive feedback from the
companies when they
reflected on the learners’
behaviour and attitude
during the job-shadowing
time. All the feedback
provided on our learners
spoke about how positive,
interested, engaged, and
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 helpful the grade 11 learners
were. All the comments I read
talked about our learners as
respectful, enthusiastic,
hard-working, and delightful. 

The second part of their
project required the learners
to look for an actual job
advertisement online and
then go through the
application process. This
process meant that each
learner had to complete their
CV and cover letter - filling in
all the qualifications needed
for this position - and sitting
through an in-person
“interview”. 

The grade 11s approached the
in-person interview with
understandable fear and
anxiety regarding using all
the skills they learned in
class correctly. I was
beaming with pride for the
whole two weeks we
conducted interviews after
school, getting to watch the
grade 11s all act so
professionally and
implement the skills learnt
so well. All the student
teachers who helped with the
interviews were impressed
with the quality that they
witnessed. It was quite funny
sometimes to hear through
the door whenever the
learners sighed a sigh of
relief after they finished -
indicating how much they
cared and wanted it to go
well! I was especially proud of
how often I heard the
learners who had just been
for their interview reassuring

and encouraging the next
learner to go. True sisterhood
in action!

Thank you to all who allowed
our learners to shadow them
and to all family members,
friends, or strangers who
helped coordinate the job
shadowing, get them to
“work” and support them
through this project. Thank
you also to the student
teachers who helped with the
interview process. We
appreciate you asking the
questions and responding in
a way that challenged our
learners with unfamiliarity
but still calmed their nerves. 

Finally, I would like to thank
the grade 11 learners who put
their hearts into this project.
You should be very proud of
the work you delivered. I
know I am! And to the grade
10s - I hope you are ready!
